A. British Meals

‘The usual meals in Britain are breakfast, lunch, tea, and dinner.
Breakfast is generally a bigger meal than on the Continent, though
some English people like a “continental” breakfast of rolls and but-
ter and coffee. But the common English breakfast is porridge or
cornflakes with milk or cream and sugar, bacon and eggs, marma.-
lade with buttered toast, and tea or coffee. For a change you can
have a boiled egg, cold ham, or perhaps fish.

The British generally have lunch at about one o'clock. The busi-
ness man in London usually finds it impossible to come home for
lunch, and so he goes t0 a café or a restaurant. But being at home
he/she has cold meat (left over probably from yesterday’s dinner),
potatoes, salad and pickles, with a pudding or fruit to follow. Some-
times they have a mutton chop, or steak and chips. Some people
like a glass of light beer with lunch.

Afternoon tea, you can hardly call a meal, but it is a sociable
sort of thing between five and six o'clock, as friends often come
in then for a chat while they have their cup of tea, cake or biscuit
But sometimes the English have ham or tongue and tomatoes and
salad, or a kipper, or tinned salmon, or sausages, with good strong
tea, plenty of bread and butter, then stewed fruit, or a tin of pears,
apricots or pineapple with cream or custard and pastries or a good
cake. That's they call a good tea

In some houses dinner is the biggest meal of the day. The British
begin with soup, followed by fish, roast chicken, potatoes and veg-
etables, a sweer, fruit and nuts. Then they have some coffee or tea.




[image: image7.png]But in many English homes they have the midday meal the chief
one of the day. In the evening, they have much simpler supper — an
omelette, or sausages, sometimes bacon and just bread and cheese,
a cup of coffee or cocoa and fruit

In recent years, foreign foods have become a regular part of the
British diet. Indian, Italian and Chinese dishes are particularly pop-
ular for evening meals. Most supermarkets sell a lot of meals to be
heated in the microwave.

‘Take-aways became extremely popular in the 1980s. The tradi-
tional British take-away are fish and chips with salt and vinegar.
Most towns and cities now offer a wide variety of take-away meals,
from American style hamburgers to Turkish Kebabs. Many familics
prefer to eat take-away food for dinner instead of cooking.

B. American and Russian Food

Americans are fond of the Pizza, a dish brought from Europe,
mainly from Italy. In the United States pizza has become the nation’s
favourite snack food.

They also prefer nuts, beef, potatoes, ice-cream and juicy fruits
Beef and potato meals are very popular all over the country. Ice-
eream packed large can be scen even in kindergartens. Fresh fruit
can be bought everywhere cheaply. Americans tend to eat in a place
they find comfortable: in a car, a park, a forest, a field. They gladly
eat food in standing o lying position.

In Russia food consumption centres on table gatherings. And the
food people eat in the country is just the same as everywhere else
in the world.

Russians like to cook and treat their guests. Usually there are
3 courses to a Russian dinner. For the first course Russian people
used to have soup. There are many kinds of soup: cabbage soup,
beetroot soup with sour cream, rice soup with meat and potatoes,
clear soup with a meat pie, chicken broth, noodle soup, pea soup,
fish soup, and bean soup.

Fried, roasted or boiled meat, cutlets, beefsteaks, meat dump-
lings, chicken, goose, duck with potatoes go for the second course.
If you are a vegetarian, fried, boiled or mashed potatoes, salads,
buckwheat, rice, boiled or stewed vegetables, pancakes with sour
cream will be prepared for you

For dessert Russians usually take stewed fruit, tea with lemon
and sugar, which is called Russian tea, white o black coffee with
cakes, chocolates, pies, ice-cream or fruits. You'll never leave a Rus-
sian table feeling hunery.

First spread the table-cloth and put out table-mats to protect the
table from hot plates and dishes — a small mat for each person and
larger ones for the hot dishes

Put knives and soup spoons on the right-hand side and the forks
on the left, except the pudding spoon and fork, which you should
put across the top.

On the left of each guest put a small plate for bread and on the
right a wine glass if you are going to have wine, and in the middle
of the table put a jug of water with a few pieces of ice from the
refrigerator in it. Then put out the table napkins for each guest,
put the coffee cups and saucers, with cream and brown sugar and
coffee spoons on the tray, and be ready for the guests to come in.
